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This particular car was the prototype built for Rover before a limited production run for the Japanese 
market. It is a left hand drive car that was built from 1995 model Mini Cooper 1.3 MPi and is finished 
in its original colour of Solar Red. 
 
Using a face lift Mini Cooper as its basis, this Countryman has a bespoke body. Everything behind the 
B Pillar has been hand crafted by QCR Motors. Quite apart from the bespoke body the car is finished 
to a high specification with grey and red Connolly Hide seats which is extended to the dash top, door 
cards and steering wheel. There is a West Island cloth headlining and full grey Wilton carpet set piped 
red. Other specification includes 12" Mini-lite alloy wheels, tinted side windows, new style veneer 
wood cappings, sliding rear windows and folding rear seats. 
 
The Mini is finished in Solar Red and is in fantastic body condition. The Ash rear structure is all in 
great condition with an as-new finish and the bodywork is free from dents and scratches. The doors 
and panels all line up well and the fit and finish is just as good as a full production model. The mirrors 
and front wheel spats are colour coded and all the lights and trim are in good condition. 
 
This car was commissioned by Rover as a prototype for the reintroduction of the Mini Countryman to 
boost the Classic Mini line up in the lucrative Japanese market. It lead to a short SVO production run 
before it was scrapped by BMW who by then were working on the introduction of the 'New MINI'. 
Since the collapse of Rover this car has been in storage with QCR and has been recommissioned by
